Four women meet to talk and share their lives Thursdays at eight. As one life-changing year unfolds, it becomes a true celebration of friends helping each other through the tough times. After meeting in a journaling class, these very different women (who could be any one of us) decide to further their friendship by meeting for breakfast each Thursday at eight. They learn more about each other and ultimately learn more about themselves as well.

This book looks at how these friends cope with joys and sorrows, romantic possibilities and career challenges. Through it all, they faithfully give unwavering support and encouragement to each other. Many laughs and heartaches are shared forming a tight bond between the women. This book delivers an enjoyable read of how people's lives are shaped by the people whom they decide to call friends - a wonderful antidote to what life throws our way. 

I highly recommend this book. Why not loan it out to women with whom you’d like to deepen your friendship or discipleship relationship to give them a glimpse of the impact meeting together could have in their lives?
